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[bookmark: _GoBack]Contaminants of Emerging Concern (CECs) are a class of compounds which are poorly understood in terms of environmental loading, fate, and transport.  They are often associated with specific anthropogenic activities and/or waste streams.  As such their presence and occurrence patterns may be useful in identifying sources at impacted receiving waters.  We have undertaken a focused field sampling campaign to evaluate the potential utility of using CECs of tracers of bacterial sampling on Puget Sound shorelines.
