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[bookmark: _GoBack]Cosmogenic surface-exposure ages allow the construction of long-term deglaciation chronologies in Antarctica. The first part of this talk will review surface-exposure ages from the Transantarctic and Pensacola mountain ranges in West Antarctica. Results provide constraints on ice sheet size at the last glacial maximum, show asynchronous ice-sheet response to climate change, and establish long-term thinning rates against which observations of recent ice loss may be compared. Dr. Todd will also report on progress toward the establishment of a long-term glacial geologic research program in Mount Rainier National Park.
