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Cancer can arise when genes that normally restrict a cell’s reproduction are mutated. In order to identify novel genes and their mechanisms that can contribute to cancer, I manipulate genes in fruit flies until an approximation of cancer arises. Because we share ~2/3rd of our genes with flies, this approach has been very valuable in decoding cancer. In my talk, I will describe two projects that have informed therapeutic approaches to treating cancer in humans.
