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[bookmark: _GoBack]Sediment labs can seem like a black box--samples go in; data comes out.  Knowing what happens inside the box can help sediment data collectors improve processes both for submitting samples and for interpreting the results.  This talk will follow a sediment sample from the field office through final data reporting, describing both the data flow and the physical analysis of the sample. The technique used to analyze the sample (i.e. wet sieve, dry sieve, sedigraph, loss on ignition, bulk density, specific gravity) affects how the results can be used for modelling sediment dynamics.  Finally, I will discuss CVO's active research and development project in using digital imaging for particle size and settling velocity analysis.
