Mapping post-glacial sea level change in the Pacific Northwest

[bookmark: _GoBack]Sea-level history since the Last Glacial Maximum has fluctuated markedly both in space and time. In the northeast Pacific, regional differences in glacial isostasy and other factors have resulted in wildly divergent sea levels, ranging from hundreds of meters above, to hundreds of meters below current mean levels, while other areas have experienced nearly net zero changes. These hinge areas, where relative sea level has not changed appreciably in thousands of years, are likely locations of rich human histories.
